Converting square feet to acres; converting acres to square feet
Pesticide labels may give application rates in terms of square feet (sq. ft. or ft2) when you only know the size of the site to be treated in acres, or vice versa. In these cases, you will need to convert sq. ft. to acres or acres to sq. ft. to figure out the correct amount of pesticide to apply. The key to making these conversions is the following piece of information:


Converting square feet to acres
If you are converting from a smaller unit of measure (sq. ft.) to a larger unit of measure (acres), you will divide the sq. ft. you have by 43,560 to determine the equivalent number of acres.

Example: A field that is 1,742,400 sq. ft. is equal to how many acres?


Converting acres to square feet
If you are converting from a larger unit of measure (acres) to a smaller unit of measure (sq. ft.), you will multiply the acres you have by 43,560 to determine the equivalent number of sq. ft.

Example: A field that is 2 acres is equal to how many sq. ft.?
