Posting signs: When applying any RUP or pesticide whose label requires sign posting, you must post signage at each “usual point of 
entry,” and at the point of chemical injection (if outside the treated area). By marking each point of entry (and, if necessary, the 
chemical injection point) with a (*) on the diagram, you can create an easy guide for posting signs at each site.
